The Bible also has some characters, usually 

prophets or apostles, who do not fare well when  
sharing the message sent by God.  Jonah was so 
afraid to go to Ninevah to share God’s wrath that he 
found himself in a big fish for three days. Paul’s  
letters and messages got him killed, along with the 
others who were sharing the story of Jesus.  

 
During the Advent season, much of the scripture 

text is focused on John the Baptist.  John was the 
messenger sent to prepare the way for Jesus.   
Ultimately his fate did not turn out well either.  
(Getting your head served on a platter is not a nice 
way to be remembered.)  

 
It is not easy being the messenger.  
 
Over the past few weeks, we have been able to 

listen to a variety of messages from the pulpit, as we 
have prepared ourselves for a new interim voice in 
our midst.  Dale will begin sharing his insights on  
November 27th, and he will bring with him many  
messages that we will need to hear as a church. 
Some, but not all, of these messages may be difficult 
during this time of adjustment.  It is these difficult  
insights, however, that should get us excited as a 
church.  We should embrace this time of change as a 
way to grow into an even better community of faith. 
We should truly “Rejoice!” that God is doing  
something new in our midst.  

 
Advent is a time of preparation.  Let us rejoice in 

the biblical voices of the past that have challenged 

our faith; let us rejoice in the voices today which  

encourage questions; and, let us hear the voice of 

God as we prepare for the child who continued to 

challenge us all with his message.  Let us rejoice in 

the messengers!

As of October 31, 2011, we have received $299,223.66 in pledge income 
which is slightly more than the $297,069 that was pledged.  Your pledge cards 
are exactly what enable the Committee to learn and share this good news.  

Your commitment cards also enable our congregation to plan our budget for 
the upcoming year.  We budget for our expenses such as payroll, property 
improvements, and ministry programs, using your pledges as our best 
estimate of income for the coming year.  

For the recent 2011 Stewardship Campaign, we received 105 pledge cards 
pledging a total of $308,430 in estimated income for 2012.  We are far below 
what was received in comparison with the 109 pledge cards returned in 2011 
for a total pledged of $325,000.  Based on giving observed in 2011, the 
Stewardship and Finance Committee estimates that the total giving for 2012 
may increase to $331,430; however, this projection is still $21,518 below the 
Committee's projection of $352,948 for the total income estimated for this 
year's budget.  

We invite you to either return your commitment card this Sunday if you have 
not done so already or increase the commitment you have already pledged. 
Commitment cards will be available this Sunday at worship in the Narthex and 
pew backs.  

Budget negotiations will take place on Monday, November 28, 2011.  If our 
pledge amount does not increase, necessary budget cuts from all 
programming will be made from the 2012 proposed committee budgets.
